Dear Domus Ludens supporters,

In the past eight months, board games were played in numerous children's and youth care centres in
Spain, Germany and Poland, weekly. With the beginning of the big summer break, the active pilot phase
of the Domus Ludens project has come to an end. It is already clear that the regular game sessions had
a great impact on everyday life in the residential groups. New board games were tried out together,
social contacts were established or existing relationships were intensified. In this context, we would like
to express our gratitude to all Domus Ludens ludic agents and pedagogical staff who have continuously
and actively supported our project. At the same time we are very happy about the commitment and
positive feedback of the participating youngsters. On July 7, we celebrated a colourful closing party in
Hamburg, where playing was a natural part of the event. We had a wonderful day, with games, fun and

culinary highlights.

First interim results from research

A core component of Domus Ludens lies in the scientific evaluation of the European initiative. At the
current time, some initial results are available, which will be comprehensively complemented by the final
research report in the fall of 2022. Below you find a small excerpt from the survey conducted prior to

project implementation (results from the so-called pretests):

The participants consisted of 58% ,female” and 38% ,male* youngsters. 2% of all
participants assigned themselves to the answer option ,diverse®. In our opinion, this result
reflects the contemporary and necessary discussion of different gender identities. This is a

development that all project partners welcomed.

Interesting gender differences also emerge within the category ,confidence®. Female
participants have a much lower level of trust in other people than male participants. We are

curious to see how these results turn out after the project implementation.

To the question of what keeps the young people from playing regularly, youngsters cited
reasons such as ,learning the rules of the game* or a lack of ,self-motivation.” We hope that

our project was able to positively counteract these obstacles. More on this soon!

World Play Day 2022- together we strengthen the ,Right to Play!

The annual ,World Play Day to strengthen the right to play and leisure” happens every year on May 28.
Partners agreed on organizing special activities aimed to raise awareness of the children’s right to play
and disseminating the project to the local community. Everywhere, in Girona, Hamburg and Warsaw

extensive gaming sessions and playful activities have taken place; games competitions, championships

among the centers, outdoor activities and special meals. See for yourself...
