Observacions

Considering that modern biomedicine is usually reluctant to ponder social issues and
concerned mostly with hard biology; this elective is intended to introduce the students to the
concept of social medicine, social inequality and well-being, and the eco-social causes of
disease. The goal will be to overcome the limitations of the positivistic and reductionist
approaches common to both traditional clinical medicine and public health.
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
